1-Principles of Shariah (Jge! 5 <)
Q1- How the Islamic law) Shariah (regulated the life of a person to the most discipline code?

Ans- Principles of Shariah (Jsg»e! & ca); You would realize that how Islamic Shariah (cau)
regulated the life of human being using the most discipline code (4als (pie) and the code
covered all that knowledge and science (uus>). when you think over about your situation
(¢J=), you would realize that you came with various potentials (g53) in this world concealed
in yourself and every potential («33) deserves that you should make use of it for your welfares
(s942) and the betterment (¢\c 25.2) of people/creation (3s=s) around you. For instance!

1. You have intellect (Ja<) and wisdom (c«S>), intention (esl)), desire (Jiwlss), power of
speech (4bLsS), eyesight (Glw), sense of listening (c<lw), sense of taste (4isl3), the
strength of hands and feet (<3l § 0sb 54). You also have hate (w,2) and anger (cwat),
fondness (3s4) and love (cu=s), fear (<29>) and greed (z'V), nothing is of no use, amongst
these capacities or potentials. These potentials (,vs3) are bestowed upon you because
you need them.

2. The success of your life in the world is dependent on these things that you may fulfill all
those needs that your disposition (c=wlb) and nature (w,ks) demand. This is possible only
when you put to use all those potentials (,ws3) that Allah 4 granted you together with
the means (~_}) for making use of them.

3. Ever since, your body (es«=>) with all your external senses and all types of means (z)3),
spread all around the world like the human beings, the animals (,¢\>), the botanicals
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(wbw), the inorganic matters (wlsk=). Besides, land (¢w)), water (3b), wind ('), heat
(e)y>) light (»29)) and like that, so many things which your Lord (l4s) created to help
you and to serve you so that you might put to use them and get assistance by them to
carry on your life, most comfortable and peaceful.

Q2- Enlighten the two types of persons, concerning to utilization of their potentials?
Ans- Generally, two types of persons come across in the world. For instance!

1. First type: Those persons who deliberately (l.uz3) utilize their potentials (u533) in such a
manner that they either harm their potentials or cause damage to other persons or their
potentials to be wasted uselessly by their own hands, whereas these things were given
to them for reaping the benefit, and not for wasting worthlessly.

2. Second type: Those persons who do not commit intentionally (l.=3), the errors as cited
above. But due to unawareness (cuél9t), such shortcomings emerged from them.

a. The first type of persons are mischievous () and for them, such rules (vs) and code of
law (046 daslz) are required which can help to keep them under control.

b. The second type of persons are unaware (3lst) and for them, such knowledge (els) is
essential by which they may attain awareness of utilizing their potentials (ss3) in the right
direction.

3. This is the reason that Almighty Allah (s «tl) has sent the Shariah (<) to his prophet
Muhammad # to fulfill the need as preferred in para No.3 cited earlier. Shariah-
Muhammadi (s4e=s cu&) never likes to destroy any potential (ws8) of yours, or never
likes to erase (Llw) anybody’s wish (_is!s>) or never likes to ruin any emotion (4J=). It
doesn’t tell you to leave this world, go and stay in the forests and hillocks. It doesn’t ask
you to put yourself into trouble by adopting self-denial (&8 j«25) and the comfort (c=>1))
and tranquillity (W) of the world be made unlawful (el,>) for yourself, not on any
account (o 35m).

4. Thisisthe Shariah (cw&) made by Allah#s. Islamic Shariah (c»:2) declares unlawful (¢),>)
to all those things which are harmful (sx5 Lais) to the human being and those things which
are beneficial (wew) for mankind are declared lawful (JY=). All the laws of Islamic
Shariah (cw,&) are based on (uy o) a code (d=ls) i.e, “In this world, a human being has
right to make all kinds of efforts to fulfill his necessity (<;9~) and desire (Jiwls=)".
Provided, he shouldn’t take advantage of his right to destroy (55 «at) the rights of others
ignorantly (. <J4=) or mischievously (s w)ls).

5. On other hand, a human being may be possibly helping others with their problems. In
case, if there is a scope of benefit (s.58) and the other of loss (ou=ais), then according to
the principle (JUse!) of Shariah, he may accept petty (65¢=) loss for larger (1) benefit (645L8)
and give up petty benefit to escape from larger loss (ou=i3). Therefore, the people who
have trust in Rasoolullah # are well secured from the loss of ignorance (<J4=) and
unawareness (cw23156). Although they do not know pearls of wisdom (Lws>), in every
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situation (J\>), they remained committed to such a law (Shariah) which is framed in
conformity with pure (,2)+) and revealed knowledge (plc 2455s) based on Quran and
Hadith.

2-Four types of rights
(o ylr & Ggi>)
Q3- Exemplify four types of rights mandatory on the human being according to Shariah?

Ans- Four types of rights (uwwd yl> § $si>); According to Islamic Shariah (ca & sdusl),
following rights are incumbent (obligatory) on the human being.

1. Rights of Allah (<l Ggi>)

2. Rights of self or body (e b (w5 §9é>)

3. Rights of servants (sl §gi>)

4. Rights of other all creatures (3gi> 5 3glseo plas)

5. Universal and eternal rights (3gi> o3l 591 s%eJs)

Note: First- Rights of Allah (il 4si>), second- Rights of self or body (ews> U «éi 3sé>), third- Rights of servants
(sl 4sé>), fourth and fifth Rights denotes those matters which Allah gave the man under his control (L)),
so that he may utilize them and be benefitted.

1-Rights of Allah (< 3gé>)
Q4- What are the various Rights of Allah %4 and the ways of performing them?
Ans- Rights of Allah (< 34é>); Following are the Rights of Allah %!

1. First Right of Allah % (3> Y); This is the foremost Right of Allah 4 that you should
recognize only Allah 4 and should not worship other Gods except Allah 4 and abstain
strictly from infidelity (,4S) and polytheism (S/%). This Right (&>) can only be complied
(151) by expressing Kalmah Tayyeb (<& 4.5) La ilaha illalah (iCL\D?\, 41 9) intelligibly by the
emotion.

2. Second Right of Allah 45 (s> ~93); Allah’s 4 second Rights is about the guidance (<.oly)
that received from Almighty Allah, has to be accepted. This Right (3>) can be complied
(1s1), only when we have faith (0lyl) in Allah’s Messenger Muhammad .
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Third Right of Allah 4 (5> 13); Allah’s 4 third Rights is relating the obedience to Allah
has to be adopted. This Right (3>) can be complied (151), only when we follow (-~ S son)
the law (0$8), prescribed in the book of Allah 4 and Sunnah of Rasoolallah .

Fourth Right of Allah % (3> Ws=); Allah’s % fourth Rights is concerning to worshipping

of Allah alone. This Right (3>) can comply (!3!), only when you strictly adhere to

performing of obligations (,=51,3), entrusted upon you such as “five pillars of Islam ( b

ol 08)1)”i.e. conviction (okl), Salah (3ks3), observing Fasts (s9,), paying due to poor (555)),

the performance of Hajj (z>). Because, this 4th right is more important (r42<) than other

three rights, therefore to fulfill this right (3>), it is necessary to sacrifice other rights to
some extend (S u> S). For instant!

a. The person sacrifices many rights of his self (5 .« &l 555) and body (& c«=) to
perform Salah (;3), Fasting (239)), etc. of obligatory acts. He wakes up early in the
morning for the Salah and makes ablution (s»3) with cold water. During Ramadan
(0Uas)) tolerates the suffering of starving (Sse), thrust («w) and evading desires
(wlawlys) throughout the month.

b. Forthe sake of complying with the act of Zakah (5555), he has to sacrifice the fondness
of wealth (cwl> § <Jss) over the love of Allah 4 (2 cu=e § 411). While performing Hajj,
he endures (5,5 cilsyp) the exertion of a journey (2 § ,2w) and sacrifice (3bL,8) of
affluence (<Jss 5 JL). While in Jihad or legitimate war (s4=), he sacrifices his own life
and wealth.

Similarly, other's rights also more or less sacrificed while complying with the rights of
Allah 4. For example, an employee (e) giving up the service (cw.s) of his master (1)
and goes for the prayer/worship (wsls) of his great Master (Allah 4£). A person sets aside
his occupation (,Ls)8) and takes up the journey of Makah for performing Hajj and
consequently, the rights (352>) of many people be affected. While in Jihad or legitimate
war (s4=), a person, merely for the sake of Allah 4 be killed (tus ol=) and kill others ( ol
tJ). Likewise, spending of money and the cattle (,5\>) are also sacrificed in the name of
Allah 4.

Q5- Exemplify the limits prescribed for the persons while abiding by the rights of Allah 45?

Ans- Limits prescribed (>94> 83,5540); Allah 4¢ has prescribed such limits that while abiding by
His rights, the sacrifice of others rights should be carried out as minimum as needed, but not
more than required. For instance!

1.

About Salah (3W3): Allah 4 has provided every kind of facilities (o« s) for you to act
upon obligatory Salah (;), like if you don’t find water or you are sick (Jks), you may
do Tayyamum (e=s) in place of ablution (s29). During journey (s »iw), shorten Salah
(6,SHad 5L3). During disease (s)lw), sit down and do prayer or lie down and do prayer.
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During working hours, prolong prayer (W seJ) are forbidden. If a person wants to

performed nafl Salah (W J&) in addition to obligatory Salah (5 ,2,%), Allah 4 would

be happy, but Allah 4 doesn’t like that you may ban for yourself sleeping in nights

(ww § @b) and day’s relaxation (eL,7 8 0s) or you spend time of earning a livelihood, just

in doing prayer ()W) or go for performing Salah by destroying the rights (3s2>) of
¢ (las ofuw).

servants of Allah %
About Fast (c39)): Similarly, for the act of fasting (c395), many kinds of facilities (o s¢«)
are provided. Performance of fast (cjsy), is made obligatory during the month of
Ramadan only. Fast that you couldn’t observe during disease ($)lx) or while in a
journey (,2~), can be recompensed by late fasting (Laé § o59)). If a fasting person fell
sick (LWw) and there is a danger for his life, then he can break the fast. If somebody
wants to have nafil fast (29, J&3), this may cause pleasure to Allah 45, but Allah 45
wouldn’t like you to fast repeatedly constant (»_ s 2 ) and become anaemic (,9<5) and
be unable to do routine-work.
About Zakah (8553): Allah #£ has fixed least quantity (& « ) for Zakah (paying due to
poor), that it is obligatory (u2,%) on those people who have affluence equal to Nisab
(wbas) (minimum taxable income for Zakah). If any person gives charity (wlxs) to poor
and helpless and proprietary (4.2) to assist him financially in addition to Zakah.
Anyway, Allah 45 will be happy with him. But Allah 4 wouldn’t like you to sacrifice
the rights of yourself and your dependent (:nilxic) and offer everything (=S <) in
charity and proprietary (4340 9 ©1x5) and be yourself penniless (cws K3). You should
be moderate (v Jcl) and balanced in spending as directed by Allah 4.
About Hajj (z=>): Hajj is made obligatory (_2,%) only for those who have provided for
the journey (c1s) and can endure (cxlsy) the problems (sbsae) of the journey. The
added facility is, you have to perform Hajj once in his life, whenever it is safe for him.
If he has likely threat to his life due to prevailing battle (3!) or disorder (/) on the
way to Makah, you may postpone taking up Hajj. The permission of parents for Hajj
is imperative (s)9), so that old parent may not be suffering in your absence. All
these things show that how Allah 45 regards other's rights, even in His right.
About Jihad (s4=): Jihad means to struggle to sacrifice. This is of two types!
a. Struggle to sacrifice own life and others living in the way of Allah 4 during
legitimate Islamic battle or war times. This is termed as “Minor Jihad (,x2! s4=).
b. Struggle to sacrifice own carnal desires (wliwlss> 3luas) or striving hard against
accusing self («lg) yua3) in the way of Allah 42 during peace times. This is termed as
“Major Jihad (S s4=), For instance!
The period of legitimate Islamic battle is over long ago, thus presently you are
supposed to be in a peaceful era (o«! 4;)). Therefore you must focus on “Major Jihad
(S sk=) and keep on striving hard against your carnal desires (wliwlss 3luas) and
thereby, lurking fear (u+sws 3laxi) from the devil (L), in the way of Allah 4. So that
accusing self («lg) u23) of yours be improved as inspiring self (i o) and then finally
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remained as satisfying self («wlas «a3). This can be attained, only when you strictly
adhere to principle (Js!) of Shariah (cws) and Tasawuf (s23) and be in utmost-
love (s4<) with Rasoolullah # and follow his Sunnah i.e. eat less, sleep less, speak
less, and remain silent or speak truth/good. Be honest (,lwsbs), truthful (SWis)),
humble (;=\), submissive (Llapk,8), and ready to pay poor their due (wixs »s). You
should be moderate (ww Jlwicl) and rational (Jsé=s) in your action (J=8) as well as in
your thinking (3, L zs«) during your life. Besides, it is imperative to associate truthful
and God-fearing venerable (¢ 083) and turn away from ill society. These are the
matters of high resolve (p3¢b) as commanded by Almighty Allah, saying, “ u.uJ\ Le.a‘b
dolall ) ijjjgj 4l iﬁ‘ 193a1” (O believers! Fear Allah persistently and remain in the (company)
of those who uphold the truth.) (at-Tauba-119)

2-All about the Rights of self (3si> & &)

Q6- Elaborate on all aspects concerning the Rights of self and body?

Ans- All about the Rights of self (39a> 5 «&); A Person has Rights of himself and his body.
Perhaps, you will be surprised to listen that would a person (olL.l) be the main tyrant (&) of
himself. In a way, he is an enemy of himself. But if you think over it, you will realize its truths.
The main drawback of a person is that if any desire (j!ss) wins over (Gse <J&) him, he will
incur a great loss to himself either knowingly or unknowingly to achieve it. For instance!

1.

When a person who craves (4,5 \=1) for liquor («!%) and being crazy for it, endures
(5,5 11s5) loss of health (ouais 8 cxe), loss of money (usws), loss of respect (<), in
short, loss of everything. Another person, who is so fond of the flavour of dieting
luxury food, he takes all kind of rotten food and causes to extinguish his own life. A
third person, who became a slave (¢M¢) of sensual desires (wliwls> Glse2) and as a
result, he involved in such actions (=6,>) which might inevitably slay himself.

A fourth person, who involves in the craze (y23) of his spiritual progress and
victimizes (Ul; exw 34w 453) his own life. He is crushing all his desires and refusing to
fulfill the needs of his own body and used to refrain from marrying, wearing decent
clothes, taking nice diets and drinks. In short (_>,¢), he doesn’t wish to even breathe
properly. He likes to go and stays at hills and jungles and think over as if this world is
not made for him. These are few models of extremity (s L!) of the so-called folks
(SY), put forth for our valuable readers to be vigilant with such self-indulgent
persons around them

The remedial measures provided by Islamic Shariah: As Islamic Shariah likes the welfare and
prosperity (ss«2 s ) of human beings, and it alerts (3,5 ls) saying, “%> &ide Eluai)” (you
have your rights on you). For instance!

1.

Islamic Shariah (% M) prohibits (» &Ss)) from all those things which are harmful
(s5Lass), like liquor (L), pork (cwssS € ysw), wild animals (»%)3), poisonous animals
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(Usil> Lbys), impure living beings (wUls.> SLG) and dead (,ls,4), etc, because of their
extreme effect (w3l St,kes) on health (c>e), etiquette (3M=), intellectual (<) and
spiritual (3>9,) potentials (us9d).

Islamic Shariah (cwué @Hwl) made lawful (UM=>) to all pure (St) and beneficial (4.as)
things and instruct you, “don’t deprive (p9,>) your body from eating neat and tidy
(L L) food, because your body has its right (3>) on yourself.” Shariah (cw,&), also
prevents (» S9) a person from walking about naked (&) and instructs him that the
clothes are the grace (<) to the body. So doesn’t you be exposing those body’s
parts that are supposed to be covered or else, it would expose shamefulness (3t )
on your part.

Islamic Shariah (cws& #dwl) orders you to earn your livelihood (s)s,) and instruct you
not to be sitting idle. On other hand, you must keep making sincere efforts, utilizing
the potentials (5%) bestowed you by Allah B and seek livelihood making use of
whatever resources (xh3) created for you within heavens and earth (o) 5 ogilewt) for
your nourishment and comfort (Wl 9 j3)9,) and attain them through lawful (;5>)
ways. Further, Shariah (cw /%) do avoid deleting (3 ) your sensual desires ( Glus
wliawes) and on other hand, instruct you to get married to fulfill your sensual desires
(wlawss 3luas), but strictly, not by way of adultery (s,5w).

Islamic Shariah (cw s i) disagrees with self-denial (8 &) and instruct you, not
to prohibit (9,5 < el,>) rest and comfort (x5t 9 e1)T) over you. If you desire to attain
spiritual progress (35 3>9)) and close vicinity (<.,%) to Allah B and salvation of
Hereafter (w= § w,sT) for this purpose, there is no need for you to leave this world,
you can accomplish perfectly the worldly affairs (s)lslis) and at the same time, being
mindful of Allah 4 (usS) sb § 4l) and fearing from the disobedience of Him ( gt $ul
1,3 «) and following Islamic laws (san § owlsd) framed Allah and His Messenger & are
the best way of all successes (us0wt) of the world and Hereafter (w1 g Ws).

Islamic Shariah (cwu !) forbids suicide (a8 595) and inculcates (Gly=ew w53) you
that in fact, your life is the property (k) of Allah 45 and this (the life) is entrusted
(«sWl) to you for enjoying for a fixed time and not for wasting simply.

3-Rights of servants (stal $5i>)

Q7- Elaborate on all aspects relating to the Rights of servants?

Ans- Rights of servants (slal 394>); Shariah (¢ &) on one hand, allows a person to fulfill the
longings (wlaw!ys) of his Body and Soul («43) and on other hand, confines him for not adopting
such things to attain his desires (wliw!ss) which might affect the rights of others. For instant!

1.

Islamic Shariah (! cas) has strictly prohibited (e,>) to the Falsehood (&se>),
because of Falsehood, not only your soul (u«) turns out to be grimy (eu5), but also
cause various damages (oL=i) to others. Similarly, Shariah (¢ &) forbids other evil
acts like theft (s)92) robbery (L &4)) corruption (wsiy), breach of trust (csks), usury
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(©y3>39«) and forgery (s)2=>). Because, whatsoever advantage a person attains by
such resources (x3), indeed, he achieves it by doing damages (c=i) to others.
Islamic Shariah (<> <= ,3) also forbids backbiting (<), tale-bearing (s 9=ls=) and
false-accusation (%15 olye), because all these acts (Jl) are harmful (ol ouass) for
others. Gambling (~s>), speculation (&+) and lottery (s,Y) also prohibited (¢l,>),
because these acts are been profitable (_xs 2458) to one person, while damageable
(olwy 0Lais) to thousands of people. Fraud (<u,8) betrayal (Ss23) in the dealings (¢ o)
and all such business matters (wslae 3,x3) are forbidden (¢l,>), by these acts, it is
likely to harm anyone party (&:%).
Islamic Shariah (! ca,s) also firmly forbids murder (J:3) and mischief and riot ( ~u
sl ), because any person has no right to lay down others life (LJd ol>) for the sake
of any of his benefit (025) and the consolation (»5«3) of his desire (_ivls=), trouble
(«ad5) them. Rape (b3) and sodomy (<blg)) (anal sexual acts) are severely forbidden
because the person who commits this heinous offense (p= 1 <ol) will suffer from
filthy diseases (oL s18) on one hand, the progenies ruined (sby i) and on other
hands, Human concerns (ol 3lsl) destroyed (35%) and the etiquette and
civilization (2w 3 <o) uprooted (~ils),
The remedial measures provided by Islamic Shariah: These are those bindings (obasb)
which Shariah (cx,4) made mandatory (—=1s) with a view that a man doesn’t destroy
(b,S cals) others rights while fulfilling the rights of his self and body. But in addition, it
is imperative that for the human civilization (0.3 3lsl), progress (&) and welfare
and prosperity (ss«e 5 ?24), the mutual connection (wlss L) of the people be
upgraded in such a manner that they would be helping each other for their
betterment (sig). For this purpose, a summary (~=33) of laws (cwls8) designed within
the Islamic Shariah (! cau&) are hereby explained!
Human connection (3o 3Wdl) initiates with family (olws-). So, the family (olsls) in fact,
is called that gathering (~ sx) which comprises of husband (,wss), wife (sse) and
children (). As per Islamic rule (ea<), providing family’s needs and safeguarding
(cbl>) of wife and children is obligatory (.>,%) of the man (s,+) and the mandatory
(w=19) of the woman (w)5¢) is that to manage house affairs and to bring about comfort
(p8Wl) to husband and children as for as possible and to bring up the children.
Children must obey (c<lbl) their parents (oL k) and respect them and service them
when they grow up.
Islam approved two strategies (,n15) to set right family’s (S olsls) regulation
(pUas).

I.  Husband (s,s) be appointed as authority or ruler ().

Il.  Wife (w)s<) shouldn’t move out needlessly (<ya» ).
Husband (2_+) be appointed as authority or ruler (S>). Because house management
(plaxl) cannot be set right without ruler (S\=). There must be one authority (i) in
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the house and that can be the husband (s;x) because he is responsible for the
nourishment of household and their safeguard (cbla>).

II. Wife (<)) shouldn’t move out needlessly (<92 D). By putting the burden of
external work of house on the man (husband) (sx), the Wife (w)s¢) is ordered to
remain at home, so that she may carry out the household obligations (uz31,%)
conveniently in an efficient manner. This way, the comfort (_:5W') of house and
training (cwy) of offspring (2¥ ') wouldn’t be disturbed (€50 ~ J4=). This doesn’t mean
that women (us)s¢) shouldn’t step out of the house. Women are allowed to go out
when they come across any unavoidable exigency (w9). But the intention of
Shariah (cw,%) is that real field (o515) of women’s (u)s<) obligations (231,%) will be
within the house bounds and their full attention (~si) should be used up in making
the life at home better.

3.1-Significance Blood-Relation (&é) & 95)
Q8- Enlighten the significance of blood-relation in the families?

Ans- Blood-Relation (i) 5 oss); the scope (o515) of the family (olwls) expands (Lkg) with the
blood-relation (&x) S 0¢5) and marriage, wed-lock (wlalss § ol $slz). To keep this relation better
(cws) and to make them help each other, Islamic Shariah (<3 <=y 23) outlined various rules

and regulations (»4< 3 Jeol), Which are based on great stratagems (uywS>), few of them are
quoted hereunder!

1. Those men and women who have to live together naturally (3,3), they are prohibited
(el,>) for each other, e.g. mother and son (b )9l 0ls), father and daughter (s 91 <L), step-
father and step- daughter (e Adsw y9l 0Ssw), step-mother and step-son (sl ole (g
tw Mwigw), brother and sister (o 9! S), forester-brother (or sister) (o 2295 y9! Gl 039d),
paternal uncle and niece (x5 03 =), paternal aunt and nephew (xse 9 4se), maternal
uncle and nice ( ,sl uple zsle), maternal aunt and nephew (sl 9 Yis), mother-in-law and
son-in-law (sbls y9! ), father-in-law and daughter-in-law (s 9! _«3), among numerous
advantages of prohibiting these relations (ugiiy), one main benefit is that the relations
(wlelas) of such man and women remain extremely chaste (SUL culé) and they can meet
each other with real love (cuw=s ,al5), selflessly (ws) 2 ) and freely (w5, ).

2. Inaddition to prohibited relations (us) el,>), Shariah (c=2), allowed (35=) the marriages
and weddings (ol ¢sls) between other men and women, so that mutual relations be
progressed. The relationship (3) of the marriage and wedding (sl ssls) between
people would be more successful if they are aware of habits (uysle) and attitudes
(usduaz) of each other. Therefore Islam prefers relative (525) over other than relative (_x&
$45) for marriages (ol ©sl).

3. In the family members (S) there will be poor (<.,¢) and rich (1), well-to-do (Jl> (2s>)
and deprived (J= x) all types of people. This is the commanding (=) of Islam that every
person has to realize the right of his relatives on him all the time. In terms of Shariah
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(cws), this act is named as kindness towards relatives (s> =), and much emphasized
in the Islam. Lack of gratitude towards relatives is called (s> zk8) and it is a big sin in
the Islam. It is obligatory on the part of well-to-do (J\> _x53) relatives to help poor («las)
relatives and afflicted (s23 cuuas) relatives. The right of relatives is also specified specially
in the Zakah (85%)) and charity (wixs)

4. The rules of inheritance (056 S <ilys) are so stipulated that the wealth (Jw) left out by a
person who died, be distributed among his inheritors (<)l9), like son (tw), daughter (&),
husband (,ws&), father (wb), mother (o), brother (3\), sister (o). They are rightful ( s>
Ub) being most closed relatives (Lls <4, ,8). Therefore, their shares (.2>) are defined
(&8 cnaie) first, in the inheritance (<sls). If there are no such relatives, then such shares
would extent to the next closest relatives. In this way, left out wealth (<Jss) of a person
after his demise (wgs) be used (37 ¢8) by many relatives (s ug33<). This rule (0s:8) of Islam
is unique in the world and now other nations (uw«s3) also are imitating this Islamic rule of
inheritance. But Alas (u«s«31)! Muslim, due to their unwise (J'st) and ignorance («J\=),
used to act against this rule (0$6), particularly a custom of not giving of inheritance’s
share (~==~ §cdlyg) to the girls (daughters) is widespread in the Muslims of India, even
though (~¥s), this is great cruelty (o) and clearly denial of rules (¢8~I) of Quran.

3.2-Concerns towards others besides family members
Q9- Exemplify human concerns towards other persons besides his family members?

Ans- Concerns towards others (3 o ug93); The human concerns (@) towards others
besides his family members like friends (cwss), neighbors (usluws), people of locality (ds J),
people of the city (& Jy') and towards those people with whom he has to share on some or
other matters (wklxs). For this, the stipulation of Islam regulates you!

1. that you should treat all those persons with honesty (s)Wixb), justice (@u=il), good
etiquette (&M ;w>) in @ manner that nobody is hurt, don’t cause heart-breaking (s_!J) J2) to
anybody, Help each other, be visiting (wske) ailing persons, attend the funeral (st=) when
somebody passes away. Look after (s,$x) orphans (use) and widows (usls), etc.

2. If Allah 45 blessed you with wealth, don’t be spending in luxury (ws 9 iac). Therefore,
it is forbidden (z«) in Islam that the affluence (<Jss) which can provide nourishment to
thousands of savants of Allah B, you spend out only on yourself. This would be a tyranny (el)
that the money by which could have catered the hunger (Ss¢) of many men, should that be
merely (,2=<) hanged in your body in a form of jewelry (,s5) or decorated in a form of utensil
(c3) at your table or laid in a room in a form of woolen-carpet (W) or blazed in the form of
firework (wladsT).

3. Islam doesn’t want to take away your wealth, whatever you earned or received as
inheriting (~.5), you are the owner of it and the Islam also gives you full right (3> 1)32) to enjoy
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with your wealth, being legitimate (35>) and divine grace (l4s cwa23). But the aim and teaching
of Islam are that “you should adopt a simple and balanced (Jwixs 5 00ls) life and be in your limits
to fulfill your needs. While considering your own needs (9~2), you may also keep in your
view, about the rights of your friends (cwss), neighbors (ug:luss), community (es3) as well.”

3.3-Muslim’s helping good and opposing bad

Q10- Exemplify the rules and regulations laid down to safeguard the community’s
etiquette?

Ans- Muslim’s helping good and opposing bad; Let you come out from minor circle (field) and
look out for major circle (field) of Islam where all Muslim are comprehensive (s J:8) for
reforming the nation (es3). For the major circle (field), Islam has formulated such code of law
(crlgd alslx) by which, Muslims help each other in doing well (3Y:) and in all cases of evil (&)
likely, let it not be brought in to being as far as possible. For instance few guidelines quote!

1. For the safeguard (clbl>) of national ethics (31 (£58), this rule (su<B) framed that
between those men and women no prohibited relations exist, they shouldn’t mingle freely
together. Let ladies society be separate and the men separate. Ladies may mostly be paying
attention to obligations (,=5,%) of private life (w5 $s). If they have to turn out for necessity’s
sake (8)9.~2), don’t turn out under make-up and decoration (L&w sl), the better whole body is
veiled or gowned («S3). If there is no need to open face (2=) and hands, hide them too.

2. Similarly, men are ordered, restrained from looking staring towards other (forbidden)
women (usi)ee ). And if abruptly looked up to, avoid the eyesight (e ,3). Trying to look at
or stare at them is disapproving (ws«2s) and trying to meet them is more censorious (5 wss).
It is obligatory on man and woman to safeguard their moral (3>=1) and what Allah 4 has fixed
the limit (4> 0,515) of the wedding () to fulfill your sensual desires (wliwss 3luai), don’t cross
that limit and stop thinking or desiring about it in your heart.

3. Rules to safeguard community’s etiquette; For safeguard community’s etiquette ( .98
oucld cbla> § @M1), rule and regulation (cu<) are outlined that man except for body’s part
between his knee (x4S) and navel (<2t) and woman except for her face (» =) and hands (b),
any part of his body wouldn’t open before anybody, although he might be his closest. This is
called veil (x) in terms of Sariah (c=,<) and hiding of this obligatory on man and woman.
Islam aims to create modesty (L) in the societies and immodesties (ot~ 2 ) can’t be spread
over, and ultimately immorality (&M=1.) might be born in the people.

4. Entertainment and Avocation (Jéliw y9l wl=,as); Islam doesn’t like such entertainment
(wl=u,a3) and avocation (Jelius) which would spoil etiquette (3M=1) and invite major desires ( 3
wliwls>) and destroy (LS &5ls) time, health and money. Though entertainment (ww,3) is an
essential need, but it should be consequently, refreshing the soul (zs) of a person and not like
a filthy ({24¢) one which makes the soul untidy («acS). For instance! Silly and immoral (s350)
entertainment (w=,43) in which thousands of people sit together and enjoy looking at fictitious
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(o2%) events of crime (wlsdly S @il,>), these are avocation (J:lis) which spoil etiquette (&M=1)
and habits of the entire nation (»8), either it being as much pleasant ()55 s#3=) as desired or
not.

3.4- Nation’s unity and welfare and prosperity
Q11- What emphasis made on Muslims for Nation’s unity and welfare and prosperity?

Ans- Nation’s unity and welfare and prosperity (>942 9 )9 591 3Ll (293); It is impeditive for the
Muslims to maintain National unity (sl +53) and welfare and prosperity (s« 5 >). Hence,
Islam likes that the Muslims execute the following guidelines in this regard. For instance!

1. Muslims are emphasized to maintain National unity (sl £5%) and welfare and prosperity
(342 9 D). For this purpose, they have to first elude (U=) mutual opposition (c&lss 1) and
abstain (9,5%5) from organizing various sects (s 43,8). If you have a difference of opinion in
any matter (~kx), you ought to be trying to decide honestly (w & S&) in the light of Quran
and Hadith. If the matter cannot be resolved, then instead of disputing (S 3%) reciprocally,
leave its decision (~=#) to Allah & and Prophet B. However, collaborating each other way be
carried on in the matters of national (253) interest concerning to welfare and prosperity (s>
942) and be obeying (c<UWl) the leaders (vg,ls~) of your community (es3). It is better to live apart
from quarreling guys and guard your strength (c3W) against ruination (ssby) due to mutual
fight (» 55> wwT). Let not the community be disgraced (&'sw).

2. Muslims are allowed to attain art and science (s 9 ¢lc) from non-Muslims-nations
(09093 elunnt) and also learn their useful measures (&,k). But forbidden to imitation (J) of
their lifestyle. Because, a community (es8) would act upon the imitation of other
communities, only when it accepts its-own disgrace (<J3) and others eminence (s,5). This is
the versed kind of slavery (<>¢) and open announcement (oM<!) of own defeat (cwsSs )
and its ultimate result is that the civilization (<2i3) of a community of imitation (&)
annihilated (3l>s» U8). Therefore, Rasoolallah # is strictly prohibited from adopting the way
of living of non-Muslim communities. It is well-known that power (céW) of any community
doesn’t reflect from their garments and lifestyle, but it unfolds by their knowledge (al=) and
organization (e«25) and aptitudes of a deed (J«s wss). If you want to attain power, then take
those things by which nations achieve power (<3), but not those things by which nations
enslave (3l>gp D).

3. Treatment with the outside nations (56, « 03s84£); Muslims are forbidden to treat the
outside-nation (usesdxe), with prejudice (cuaxs), meanness (s_ks &), ill speaking about their
venerable (us%);) and disgracing (cwss) their religion (<xx). Muslims are also restricted to pick
up quarrel with them. They should be treated with due respect. Provided, they are
reconciled and make peace with us and wouldn’t be indulging (sl cws) against our rights
(3s2>). The demand (~=\) of our national politeness (cél& 248) is that have to behave well by
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exhibiting human sympathy (sys 3Wsl) and courtesy (&M= jss>) towards all people. Tyranny
(el5) and narrow mindedness (J453) is far (.we) from the dignity (OW) of Muslims (ollws). The
aim of Muslim been born in this world would be to prove himself as the best model (~ ) of

good manners (@M= owa), politeness («sl%) and virtue () and winning over of people

(<8 pa) using their worthy principles (w og/se!).

4-Rights of all other creatures ($gi> 5 $glses plad)

Q12- Describe briefly the Rights of all other creatures?

Ans- Rights of all other creatures (3sé> 5 3¢l p3); Allah 45 has bestowed control over
numerous (Ll 2 ) other creation (dsses s~95) to the human being (olsl). Man controls them
through his power, gets work done, and be benefited. He has got full right (3> 1,5) to do so,
behaving supremacy over them. On other hand, those things (all other creatures) have also
their rights (8s2>) on human beings and about this, plenty of rules (¢8~1) are mentioned the
Shariah (c= /). For instance!

1. No approval for killing the animals (ussl>), merely to remain unharmed from them or
simply for taking food (flush). And also restricted from slaying them without any
exigency but only for the sake of playing and entertainment (& 3 J«S). To get useful
(w2e) flush from lawful animals (JM>), best way as stipulated (..,i) would be
slaughtering them in a prescribed Islamic way (z:3). Killing the animals by troubling them
mercilessly (« s>y o) is strictly disapproved (09,5).

2. Islam allows killing the poisonous animal (Ls> L)) and the beast (us4i;s) because human
life is more valuable than those. But then killing them in a torturing way is also not
allowed. Islam forbids to keep starving (55¢), to take hard labor (c4iw csw) and to beat
cruelly to those animals which are utilized as conveyance (s)'s«) and transport (s)la)b).

3. Islam disapproves (09,5) to seize the birds baselessly (/s ol95-) and confines into cages
(09y=x). You have no right (3>) to cut or destroy the trees needlessly. Islam also prohibits
to destroy lifeless things baselessly (o153 ol95) like water etc.

4.1-Universal and eternal rights (Gga> 0515 )9l Ge)ls)
Q13- Elucidate the meaning of Universal and eternal rights and their importance?

Ans- Universal and eternal rights (3si> o515 y9! $2%Jle); this is the brief (s«~) note (4oM=) on
rules and regulations (cxilss 5 #8=1) of such an everlasting Shariah (c=) which is sent through
Rasoolullah & for the entire world. In this Shariah (c=,&), there has been no difference (3,%)
whatsoever between person to person (oll ol olul) except based on faith (saxic) and action
(J==). Whereas the religions (uswds) who have difference (&,%), for instance!

1. The religions (ussv) and Shariah (usx2), in which if there is a distinction ()lie!) amongst
persons (uslsl) based on lineage (J«s), country (Sk) and color (X5), those can never be
universal Shariah (s &), because the person of one progeny (J«) cannot
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become the person of other progeny (J«3) and the entire world has wrapped up ( ¢uwew
X), couldn’t be accommodated (35«kw) in one dominion (&), nor blockishness (sybw)
of Habshi (=), or yellowishness (s3)3) china (g«=) nor whitishness (suwaw) of
westernized ($5,%) couldn’t be replaced. Therefore, this type of religion (cws) and rules
(c198) would remain inevitably (w9 (23Y) in only one nation (es3).

. As against this, Islam’s Shariah (cw %) is universal (ca%x%J\). Because, according to this
Shariah (c,%), every person who believes in “g) LA RVESA a0) 41 ” (there is no God
except Allah, Muhammad is the Messenger of Allah), can come into Muslim’s community (es8)
with precisely equal rights (3s2>). Since, in Islam, there is no distinction (;w!) of lineage
(Jwd), language (ob3), dominion (Sk), motherland (oks), color (X)) and things like.

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Islam is a universal religion. Islam remains a complete way of life with a balance of
spiritual and practical content. The Arabic word Islam means peace, submission, and
obedience.

Declaration of faith (Testimony of faith); This is a simple declaration with conviction, to bear
witness that there is none worthy of worship except Allah and that Muhammad # is the
Messenger of Allah.

Salah or Prayers; Salah are offered at dawn, noon, mid-afternoon, sunset, and nightfall, and
thus determine the rhythm of the entire day. They strengthen and enliven the belief in Allah
and inspire man to a higher morality. They purify the heart and prevent temptation towards
wrong-doings and evils. The Salah is good for spiritual and physical health. Although it is
preferable to worship together in a Masjid, a Muslim may pray almost everywhere, such as in
fields, offices, factories, and universities.

Zakah and charity; the word Zakah means both purification and growth. Our surplus wealth
and effects are purified by setting aside a small portion for those in need. Every wealthy
Muslim must pay annually 2.5 % of one’s total surplus wealth on which a year has passed as a
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religious duty and purifying sum to be spent on poorer sections of the community. The poor
include widows, orphans, the disabled, the needy, and the destitute.

Saum or Fasting; every year in the month of Ramadan, all Muslims fast from dawn until sunset,
abstaining from food, drink, and other pleasures. The fast is meant to strengthen one’s faith,
draw a Muslim closer to Allah by abandoning physical pleasures. Fasting also includes
abstaining from any falsehood in speech and action and hurting others.

The fast is an excellent means of spiritual purification, it is known to benefit health also. Some
of the medical benefits of fasting are ditch bad habits, lower cholesterol, detoxify the body
and boost brain health.

Hajj Pilgrimage; annual pilgrimage to Makah, the Hajj is an obligation to be performed once in
a lifetime, only for those who are physically and financially able to reform it. Millions of
Muslims with different backgrounds, nationalities, languages, races, and cultures, male and
female, meet in Makah Hajj pilgrimage to worship Allah. Pilgrim’s wear is simple garments,
two pieces of unstitched white cloth wrapped over the body which sets aside the distinction
of class and culture. Muslim pilgrims learn many lessons including unity, equality,
brotherhood, tolerance, and patience.
